SECTION 1. SHORT TITLE.

This Act may be cited as the “Promoting Commu-
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nity-Based Prevention Services Act”.

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives of the United States of America in Congress assembled, 

SECTION 1. Short title.

This Act may be cited as the “Promoting Community-Based Prevention Services Act”.


SEC. 2. Promotion of community-based prevention services.

(a) Clarifying support for family resource centers.—Section 431(a) of the Social Security Act (42 U.S.C. 629a(a)) is amended—
